BY-LAW NUMBER  3985

A BY-LAW TO DELEGATE COUNCIL’S POWER TO TEMPORARILY CLOSE A HIGHWAY

WHEREAS Section 42 of the Municipal Act 2001 empowers a Municipality to delegate to a Committee of Council or to an employee of the Municipality, subject to any conditions which the Municipality may impose, the power to close a highway temporarily for any specified purpose.

AND WHEREAS the Highway Committee of the Corporation has recommended delegating the power to temporarily close a highway under the jurisdiction of the County of Bruce to an employee of the Municipality.

AND WHEREAS the Highway Committee of the Corporation recognizes that there are several different circumstances requiring the temporary closure of a road that have different conditions attached to the empowerment.

NOW THEREFORE the Council of the Corporation of the County of Bruce hereby enacts as follows:

1.) That the Engineer of the County of Bruce or his designate may temporarily close any highway or any portion of a highway for any period during the construction, repair or improvement of the highway or any portion of the highway or any works under, over, along, across or upon the highway or portion of highway where such construction, repair or improvement is initiated by the County of Bruce; or a local municipality with the approval of the County; or is initiated by a utility company with statutory right or an access agreement with the County allowing occupancy of the highway.

2.) That the Engineer of the County of Bruce or his designate may temporarily close any     highway or any portion of a highway for any period due to a situation which would endanger traffic.

3.) That the Engineer of the County of Bruce or his designate may approve a temporary closure of any highway or any portion of a highway to facilitate a social, recreational, community, athletic, cinematographic purpose, any combination of such purposes, or any other similar purpose, conditional on the local Municipality in which the event is taking place shall accept, in writing, the responsibility for notifying the public, establishing suitable detour roads, erection and removal of barricades and signs, maintenance and restoration of the county road and detour roads, and all associated costs.

4.) This By-law shall come into force and take affect on the date of its passing.
